In Roughing it Out | learned a
lot especially surviving in the
wild. We learned five (5)
different ways of purifying
water, how to make shelter and
how to find a meal. Those were
the most interesting challenges
| would like to repeat in the
future.

At the lion park we also
learned about what the lions
went through in the past like
being locked in cages for years
and being blind, but they are
still alive and still able to
survive after al that torture.

This showed me that lions are
like humans because we also
have our own difficulties or
problems, we go through, but
we learn a lesson and a good
